By far the most important United States export product in the eighteenth and nineteenth centuries
was cotton, favored by the European textile industry over flax or wool because it was easy to process
and soft to the touch. Mechanization of spinning and weaving allowed significant centralization and
expansion in the textile industry during this period, and at the same time the demand for cotton
increased dramatically.

Whitney’s gin was a hand-powered machine with revolving drums and metal teeth to pull cotton
fibers away from seeds. Using the gin, a worker could produce up to 50 pounds of lint a day. The later
development of larger gins, powered by horses, water, or steam, multiplied productivity further.
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The interaction of improved processing and high demand led to the rapid spread of the
cultivation of cotton and to a surge in production. It became the main American export, dwarfing
all others. In 1802, cotton composed 14 percent of total American exports by value. Cotton had a 36
percent share by 1810 and over a 50 percent share in 1830. In 1860, 61 percent of the value of
American exports was represented by cotton. In contrast, wheat and wheat flour composed only 6
percent of the value of American exports in that year. Clearly, cotton was king in the trade of the
young republic. The growing market for cotton and other American agricultural products led to an
unprecedented expansion of agricultural settlement, mostly in the eastern half of the United States
— west of the Appalachian Mountains and east of the Mississippi River.

The first peoples to inhabit what today is the southeastern United States sustained themselves as
hunters and gatherers. Sometimes early in the first millennium A.D., however, they began to
cultivate corn and other crops. Gradually, as they became more skilled at gardening, they settled
into permanent villages and developed a rich culture, characterized by the great earthen mounds
they erected as monuments to their gods and as tombs for their distinguished dead. Most of these
early mound builders were part of the Adena-Hopewell culture, which had its beginnings near the
Ohio River and takes its name from sites in Ohio.

Over the next centuries, it was supplanted
by another culture, the Mississippian, named after the river along which many of its earliest
villages were located. This complex civilization dominated the Southeast from about 700 A.D. until
shortly before the Europeans began arriving in the sixteenth century. At the peak of its strength,
about the year 1200, it was the most advanced culture in North America. Like their Hopewell
predecessors, the Mississippians became highly skilled at growing food, although on a grander
scale. They developed an improved strain of corn, which could survive in wet soil and a relatively
cool climate, and also learned to cultivate beans. Indeed, agriculture became so important to the
Mississippians that it became closely associated with the Sun — the guarantor of good crops. Many
tribes called themselves “children of the Sun' and believed their omnipotent priest-chiefs were
descendants of the great sun god.

In the two decades between 1910 and 1930, over ten percent of the Black population of the United
States left the South, where the preponderance of the Black population had been located, and
migrated to northern states, with the largest number moving, it is claimed, between 1916 and 1918.
It has been frequently assumed, but not proved, that the majority of the migrants in what has come
to be called the Great Migration came from rural areas and were encouraged by two concurrent
factors: the collapse of the cotton industry following the boll weevil infestation, which began in 1898,
and the increased demand in the North for labor following the cessation of European immigration
caused by the outbreak of the First World War in 1914. This assumption has led to the conclusion
that the migrants’ subsequent lack of economic mobility in the North is tied to rural background, the
background that implies unfamiliarity with urban living and a lack of industrial skills.

But the question of who actually left the South has never been rigorously investigated. Although
numerous investigations document an exodus from rural southern areas to southern cities prior to the
Great Migration, no one has considered whether the same migrants then moved on to northern cities.
In 1910, over 600,000 Black workers, or ten percent of the Black workforce, reported themselves to be
engaged in “manufacturing and mechanical pursuits”, the federal census category roughly
encompassing the entire industrial sector. The Great Migration could easily have been made up
entirely of this group and their families. It is perhaps surprising to argue that an employed population
could be enticed to move, but the explanation lies in the labor conditions prevalent in the South.

About thirty-five percent of the urban Black population in the South was engaged in skilled
trades. Some were from the old artisan class of slavery — blacksmiths, masons, carpenters — which
had had a monopoly of certain trades, but they were gradually being pushed aside by competition,
mechanization, and obsolescence. The remaining sixty-five percent, more recently urbanized,
worked in newly developed industries — tobacco, lumber, coal and iron manufacture, and railroads.
Wages in the South, however, were low, and Black workers were aware, through labor recruiters
and the Black press, that they could earn more even as unskilled workers in the North than they
could as artisans in the South. After the boll weevil infestation, urban Black workers faced
competition from the continuing influx of both Black and White rural workers who were driven to
undercut the wages formerly paid for industrial jobs. Thus, a move north would be seen as
advantageous to the group that was already urbanized and steadily employed, and the easy
conclusion tying their subsequent economic problems in the North to their rural background comes
into question.
